Say the Apostle’s Creed (for faith)…

Say one Our Father (for hope)…

Opening prayer: Mother Mary, Queen of the Angels, please send down
from Heaven St Raphael, God’s Healing Hand, to deliver God’s healing
to all of the souls on earth, especially (here list of people/illnesses, your-
self). Glorious Archangel St. Raphael, we remember how you aided Tobit
in healing his eyesight; but we also remember how you alone of Our
Father’s angels, delivered God’s Healing to an Earth maimed by Satan’s
rebellion. Bring healing to all souls on Earth. Through Jesus Christ, Our
Lord. Amen.

Glory be....

Pick any 4 of the following healing events/mysteries for meditation.
The fifth mystery is ALWAYS the raising of Lazarus from the dead.

-  Jesus spits into dirt to make mud to heal the blind man: Jesus can heal
with anything (John, Chapter 9: 6-7)

-  The woman touching the hem of Jesus’ garment: Jesus can heal even
indirectly (Mark 5: 25-34)

-  Jesus heals the man possessed by a demon who tormented him phys-
ically & mentally: Jesus can heal anything (Luke, Chapter 8: 26-39)

-  The man who broke thru the roof to be lowered down to Jesus: the
importance of faith, desire for healing, praying friends (Luke, Chapter
5: 17-26)

-  Jesus heals the Centurion’s servant from the other side of the town:
distance means nothing if Jesus wills healing (Luke, Chapter 7: 1-10 )

-  Jesus heals the Mother-in-law of St. Peter: Jesus heals us for service
(Mark, Chapter 1: 29-31)

-  Jesus heals a leper: no person is considered “untouchable” (Matthew:
8: 1-4)

-  Jesus heals the ear of Malchus: Jesus can heal the effects of violence
(John 18:-10-11)

-  Jesus heals the man at the pool of Bethesda: traditionally attributed to
St. Raphael who “stirred the waters” (John 5:1-8)

-  FINAL DECADE: the raising of Lazarus from the dead: Jesus has NO
limits when he heals bringing Lazarus back from the dead: Our Lord
even heals death itself! (John Chapter 11: 1-43)

So each decade is:

-  Announce the mystery from Scripture and meditate on it…

-  One Our Father...

-  10 times (at each bead), Lord I am not worthy that you would enter in
under my roof, but only say the word and my BODY & soul shall be
healed…

-  One Glory be....

-  One time: God, be merciful to me a sinner!

Final prayer: O Glorious Archangel, St. Raphael, great prince of the
heavenly court, you are illustrious for your gifts of wisdom and grace. You
are a guide of those who journey by land or sea or air, consoler of the
afflicted, and refuge of sinners. I beg you, assist me in all my needs and
in all the sufferings of this life, as once you helped the young Tobias on
his travels. Because you are the “medicine of God” I humbly pray you to
heal the many infirmities of my soul and the ills that afflict my body. I
especially ask of you the favor (here mention your special intention), and
the great grace of holiness to make me a fitting temple of the Holy Spirit.
